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Purpose
This document describes how a Media Management application integrates with NemoInfo Quick 3D Photo, to make a 3D photo for end users.

Background
NemoInfo Quick 3D Photo is the easiest tool to make a 3D photo. All you need is just selecting 2 photos. Quick 3D Photo will do the left for you automatically.
NemoInfo Quick 3D Photo is free. It supplies simple interfaces to third-party applications to integrate, so the end users can select photos from a photo management application and make 3D photo directly. It also allows third-party application to manage and display 3D photos (Q3D).
License agreement
Every organization or person is allowed to use this SDK and integrate Quick 3D Photo. No matter it’s for profit or not, using and distributing are free of charge. You are welcome to contact us and leave your contact information, so we can notify you after changed or upgraded it.
NemoInfo keeps all rights to modify this SDK. NemoInfo will take none responsibility for any results of this SDK.
Terms
Q3D：Q3D is project file format created by NemoInfo Quick 3D Photo. It includes thumbnails and other information of that 3D Photo.
Functions
Detect existence of NemoInfo Quick 3D Photo 
NemoInfo Quick 3D Photo will have following key in registry:
\HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SOFTWARE\NEMOINFO\Quick 3D Photo
REG Name: PATH

REG Type: String

This registry key refers to the full path of Quick 3D Photo executable application. Usually it is: C:\PROGRAM FILES\NEMOINF\Quick 3D Photo\Q3DPhoto.exe

A caller should check this path to see if Quick 3D Photos is installed and, if installed, launch it using this path.
Make a 3D Photo
A caller should pass a XML file to Quick 3D Photo through command line. This XML specifies the source photos for 3D. Here is a sample command line:
[PATH]Q3DPhoto.exe /M “C:\Temp\X01.XML”
[PATH] is the key value read from the registry(see above section: Detect existence of NemoInfo Quick 3D Photo).
XML is as below
<?XML VERSION=”1.0” ENCODING=”UTF-8”>

<FILELIST>

<3DMAKER SRC=”C:\MY DOCUMENTS\MY PICTURES\P001.JPG” />

<3DMAKER SRC=”C:\MY DOCUMENTS\MY PICTURES\P002.JPG” />

</FILELIST>

Tag “3DMAKER” refers to a source photo, SRC means source photo’s full path, now only JPG is supported.
Only 2 “3DMAKER” is needed here. Left/Right sequence is not necessary.
Get Thumbnail
The simplest way to get thumbnail is through command line, here’s the example
[PATH] /T “C:\MY DOCUMENTS\MY PICTURES\P3D03.Q3D” “C:\TEMP\P3D03T.BMP”
Parameter: ”/T” means “Get Thumbnail”.
The first path refers to the Q3D photo
The second path refers the location where you want to save the thumbnail.
If you need higher performance, please ask Q3D SDK from NemoInfo(nemo@nemoinfo.com).
Open and display Q3D
A caller can open and display a Q3D file through command line. Here’s the sample:
[PATH] “C:\MY DOCUMENTS\MY PICTURES\P3D03.Q3D”
The default display mode is Red/Blue. By using parameter “/V2”, you can display in stereo mode. Like this:
[PATH] “C:\MY DOCUMENTS\MY PICTURES\P3D03.Q3D” /V2
